SROERED ROUTINE STANDING ORDERS FOR LABOR AND DELIVERY — DR. BURTMAN s

1. Admit to Labor and Delivery

2. Diagnosis: IUP weeks

3. _Clear liquids prior to 5 centimeters, ice chips past 5 centimeters

4. May ambulate with assistance |

5. _Routine L&D vital signs — call for diastolic BP greater than or equal to 90 and systolic
BP greater than or equal to 140 (not valid during contractions)

6. IV Lactated Ringers 500 milliliters bolus, then 125 milliliters per hour of Lactated Ringers

7. Continuous fetal monitoring

8. If there is no abnormal bleeding and fetal tracing is normal, nurse may examine patient
and call MD

9. Ifless than or equal to 4 cm on arrival, soap suds enema if patient desires

10. If declines epidural and fetal tracing is normal, Butorphanol (Stadol) 1-2 milligrams IV
push every 2 hours PRN pain; or Meperidine (Demerol) 75-100 milligrams with
Promethazine (Phenergan) 25 milligrams IV push every 2 hours PRN pain

11. For abnormalities of tracing/meconium stained fluid, place on left side, start oxygen
at 10 liters per minute by mask and call MD

12. Routine cesarean section permit on all patients plus permit for postpartum tubal if
patient desires

14. Catheterize as needed if unable to void — all patients with epidural must have Foley
catheter to gravity
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
